SAFETY RULES
Please purchase an alpine touring ticket at the 
Customer Service counter;

It is forbidden to climb in the downhill ski trails except 
in designated and marked areas; 

Climb only in designated areas, to the left of the 
circuit markers (see map);circuit markers (see map);

Always follow the markers on the ski slopes and on 
the climbing path;

Stay visible and climb one behind the other, never 
climb side by side, on the downhill ski trail sections 
before reaching the alpine touring path;

Do not climb when the mountain is closed (only 
during hours of operation);during hours of operation);

Never ski down the climbing path;

Only ski or snowboard down on marked and opened 
trails and follow the Mountain Code of Conduct;
access to lifts requires a separate and valid ticket or 
pass. 

Do not start climbing after 2:30 pm;

Do not climb by yourself (we suggest you to climb Do not climb by yourself (we suggest you to climb 
in group of at least 3 people);

The paths are not patrolled; bring a full charged cell 
phone although be aware that cell phone services 
are not available everywhere on the mountain;

Snow conditions, temperature and the terrain level 
of difficulty may vary.

Inherent risks are greater than on the traditional Inherent risks are greater than on the traditional 
sector. Be vigilant!
